BACKGROUND

At the December 11, 1986 Council meeting Alderman O'Malley raised
questions in respect to the area of land between Seaview Park and
the Ceres Container Pier relative to general maintenance and the
possible erection of a billboard that would contain a message of
welcome to visitors entering the City. Alderman O0'Malley went on
to indicate that the "site is scheduled for residential
development sometime in the future".

DISCUSSION

This land is currently designated "Industrial” and zoned C-5
(Harbour-Related Industrial) Zone. This zone permits a variety of
marine and harbour-related uses. A more detailed description of
permitted uses is attached. Residential uses are not permitted
nor are staff aware of any proposals to consider residential
development for the site.

The long-term intent for the use of land is for the expansion of
the container pier. The City own the lands (which includes the
site of the former City Dump) but they are leased to the Province,
which may assign its' interest in them to the container pier
operating firm.,

At this time the lands are subleased back to the City, and
portions are used as outside storage by City Field and Parks and
Grounds for such items as stock piled cobble stones. However, the
Province can cancel the sublease at any time when Phase II of the
container pier is under construction. To date, although the
Province has lengthened the jetty for Phase II, it has not elected

to enlarge the "laydown" area. This could happen when demand for
space increases.

Subject: Seaview Park - Alderman O'Malley

During the Special Committee of the Whole held on March 3, 1987
to review the 1987-89 Capital Budget Submission, the following
was presented:

"Referring to Item 37, Seaview Park, Alderman O'Malley noted that
he proposed to use the balance of funds obtained from the
deletion of the Fort Needham Walkway project to secure two (2)
washrooms and two (2) cairns for this site. However, before
proceeding with the transfer, the Alderman requested a staff
report pertaining to the cost estimates on the cairns and
washrooms."

Staff would advise that the proposed funding for Seaview Park for
1987 includes:

a. landscaping/upgrading of boat launch - $50,000,

b. rearrangement of parking area bumper guards and signing
- $10,000, and,

c. construction of memorial cairn(s) - $10,000.

The remaining funds (i.e., $115,000 - $70,000 = $45,000) were
undesignated.

It must be stressed that the estimate for the construction of
memorial cairn(s) is subject to location and final design of
materials and plaques.

In reply to the question of washrooms, Council is advised that
water and sewer is not available at this site for washrooms. In
order to have serviced washrooms a waterline must be constructed
from the area of Novalea Drive and Kencrest Avenue at a cost
ranging between $50,000 and $100,000. Similarly, sewer
installations would cost in excess of $100,000.00. Consequently,
if Council considers washrooms necessary at Seaview Park,
installation of a reinforced concrete dry privy is the
alternative. Based upon 1981 designs for these installations at
Chocolate and Kearney Lake, the estimated cost for a "one-holer"
is $40,000. This estimate does not include electrical works

which similar to water and sewer, would have to be constructed
from a remote location.

In summary, works planned for Seaview Park include
landscaping/upgrading of the boat launch area, adjustments to the
parking area and the construction of memorial cairn(s) at an
estimated cost of $70,000. The construction of a reinforced
concrete dry privy is estimated at $40,000.

It is suggested approval of recommended funding for Seaview Park,
i.e., $115,000 in 1987 is adequate for the identified works,
subject to design and construction costs of the memorial cairn(s)
and Council's direction regarding the installation of the
reinforced concrete dry privy.
